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INTRODUCTION 

The Department of Transport introduced new legislation in 20 12 concerning school bus transport in line with efficient and intelligent transportation system in the emirate. The new regulations adhere to the highest standards of safety and security by improving school transport services to promote quality through the adoption of new specifications and technology in buses which will ensure successful school bus transportation. 

Based on this, uniforms for school bus drivers and supervisors have been designed to reflect the new principles. 
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UNIFORM ADVANTAGES 

The adoption of uniform promotes school safety, improve discipline, and enhance the learning environment. The uniforms create a professional appearance and a set standard for both parents and citizens. The uniforms also helps create a sense of unity 
among the staff. 

• Identity: The brand makes the person instantly recognizable of a certain profession. It also makes appearance more memorable and people will start to associate aspects of the uniform such as color or style. 

• Trust Authority: In relation to the first point, people tend to trust uniformed workers more, as it makes them easily recognisable as a focal point in that area. 

• Image: A smart appearance instantly creates a good impression. 

• Productivity: Wearing a uniform helps employees get into a working mindset as they associate clothes of that style with work. 

• Protection: The work clothing is defined to incorporate personal protective equipment and to meet Health & Safety standards. It also useful in assisting school officials and parent in the early recognition of any authorised persons. 



DESIGN 

The uniform design is modern to gives an elegant and unified look to the school 
bus staff. 

Uniform specifications, particularly in respect of fabric, color and cut should allow 
any tailor /manufacturer to produce it with ease. 

• Readymade garments for some basic uniform elements may also be found. 

• Uniform cut is designed to fit all fitting. 

• The uniform is design in a basic way to allow both drivers and supervisor to work 
in comfort. 

The material selected is suitable to local seasonal conditions, or for variations in 
weather and climate.

COLORS 

Yellow: This color relates to acquired knowledge. Yellow is the most highly 
visible of all colors. It foreseen as an optimistic, cheerful color that help 
creates enthusiasm and greater confidence. 

White: The color white is cleanliness personified. It White contains an 
equal balance of all the colors of the spectrum. 

Grey: Gray is solid and stable with a steadying effect on other colors with 
which it comes into contact, toning down the stronger and brighter colors 
and illuminating the softer colors creating a sense of calm and composure. 



MATERIAL 

The fabric fibers listed below are most commonly used in uniforms. It is known for its; 
color and tear stronghold, durability - easy to wash and clean, comfort and soft feel 
and low shrinkage rate. 

Other fabric blends maybe used as ·long as uniform cut, colors and professional 
appearance are maintained. 

• Vest: Woven Cotton/Polyester /Reflective material. 

• Shirts: Polyester /Cotton/Viscose. 

• Trousers/Skirts: Cotton /Polyester /Wool/Polyester /Viscose {aka Rayon)/ 
Lycra (for skirts). 

• Winter jacket: Waterproof material/ micro fleece/Reflective material. 
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UNIFORM SET 

Vest 

Yellow buttoned sleeveless jacket (vest) with two front pockets for both male and 
female. For better night visibility, silver reflective band (2.54 em/ 1 inch wide) made of 
pvc )fabric suitable for apparel) is required crossing the back and two front pockets 
as illustrated. Two identification badges (school and driver or supervisor name) are 
requ ired.

Traditional cut white shirt without pockets is mandatory. White shirts are the only 
allowed color. Polo shirts are not allowed. Shirt and vestjwinter jacket must be worn 
together at all t ime.

Trousers/Skirt 

Only grey color is allowed. Pants and Skirts should not be too tight or overly loose. 
Trouser should be straight cut with two front pockets, back hip pocket for men and 
belt loop. Skirts are only allowed in knee length -A shape cut. Belts look and pockets 
are optional for females. 

Winter Jacket/Sweater 

Only long sleeve yellow full zip sweaters may be worn as part of the regular uniform, 
provided a uniform shirt is worn underneath. Sweaters should be plain with identification 
badges with no add-ons as illustrated. No other outerwear is allowed. For better night 
visibility, a reflective silver tape {pvc) across back and front pockets. Water resistant 
and breathable outer material is recommended and shall feature; collar and warm 
lining, two front pockets, knit cuffs and waistband. Sweater can be worn during cooler 
weather instead of vest. This applies to both male and female.

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Abaya 

Females who wish to dress in Abaya must wear the sleeveless jacket (vest) or winter jacket. Colored and striking pattern Abaya's are prohibited. Only plain black Abaya's are allowed. 

Hijab 

Veiled females may wear solid color scarves only. White, grey and black are the only allowed color. No striking patterns or uncommon fabrics are allowed. 

HatjTie 

Hats and ties are only mandatory for drivers - matching the trousers and vest color. Tie should be plain grey with no patterns with the appropriate length, behind the vest or winter jacket. For the Hat, a yellow line, matching the vest color, crossing the top part as illustrated is mandatory. 



Footwear ;sock/Belt 

Footwear should be neat, clean and appropriate for an education environment. For 
safety purposes, all shoes must be closed front and cannot have spiked or /and high 
heels that are greater than 1 inch. Athletics shoes and sandals are not permitted. 

Socks must be worn at all times with shoes. White, grey and black are only allowed. No 
specified fabric is required. 

Belts must be worn with trousers for male at all time. Only black color is allowed. 

Badges 

Identification badges should be worn and visible at all time during work. A set of two 
badges is required on the vest and winter jacket. All badges must be bilingual positioning 
the Arabic on top of the English. 

The first badge on the right side of the garment represents the full school name. School 
logo and abbreviations is not allowed. The second badge positioned on the left side 
should carry the first and last name only of the driver/supervisor. 

Badge size is 7.5cm {W) x Scm (H). Arabic font type is GE SS Medium and English font 
type is: Corporate S Pro Bold. 

The maximum font size should not exceed 28 points. Arabic and English font size should 
be identical. 

Hook and Loop mechanism recommended for all badges due to its durability, easy 
cleaning and replacement if required. The hook should be stitched using a thread color 
matching to garment. The loop color must be white with black stitched text. 

In case of bus drivers working for multiple schools, it is mandatory to replace the 
school badge to match the duty.

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FURTHER INFORMATION ABOUT THE UNIFORM POLICY 

• Jewelry and make-up should be discreet. 
• No facial piercings or visible tattoos. 
• Trousers may not be rolled to achieve proper length. 
• Individual interpretation and implementation of uniform specifications, particularly 

in respect of fabric and manufacturer should be allowed, within the designed 
uniform in the guideline. 

OBLIGATION OF SCHOOLS AND SCHOOL BUS OPERATORS 

• School bus operators and school management must provide uniform to drivers and 
supervisors. 
It is the school's responsibi lity to ensure cleanliness and correct attire is worn at 
all time during service. 

• School bus operators and school management must provide appropriate sizes and 
materials to suite the drivers and supervisors job nature, which requires a lot of 
movement and walking inside and outside the school bus, with attention to their 
comfort as it impact directly on their performance at work. 

UNIFORM COST 

The cost of the school uniform is the school responsibility. This should not constitute an 
unaffordable financial burden on staff and parents. 

PENALTIES 

In the event of non-compliance to the instructions of the school uniform guide, a 
disciplinary action will be taken based on the followed procedures.
